	Presentation on Aberystwyth SRA from Jason Jones, Cyngor Ceredigion
Jason Jones presented a paper on the Strategic Renewal Area of Aberystwyth.  He outlined that there were seven SRA’s in Wales, with Aberystwyth being the sixth. There would be no further designations. The project would run for six years, with WAG having confirmed funding for three years. The SRA Board had been set up along with the SRA Delivery team. The key themes were – A Vibrant Sea Front; Town Centre; Car Parking; Tackling Economic Inactivity and Sustainable Travel.
Projects around these themes were being explored and taken forward. 

The Partnership felt that it would be useful to receive regular reports on progress and that it be a standing item on each agenda.

	Presentation on Tai Ceredigion -Steve Jones, Chief Executive
Steve Jones gave a very comprehensive presentation on Tai Ceredigion. Tai Ceredigion is seen as another driver for regeneration in the area, especially in deprived areas. They are looking at physical, socio economic and environmental regeneration and spending about £35m over the next five years on physical regeneration.  Immediate work includes disabled adaptations of properties. 
Responses from local contractors had been disappointing, partly reflecting capacity issues. It was hoped that “social clauses” would be put in to contracts to bring in additional local benefits and local contractors are encouraged to develop consortiums which would develop the local supply chain.

	Social Enterprise Growth Fund

3. Ruth Davies noted that she had been employed by Dyslecsia Cymru up to a year ago.
